The proof from the Sunnah: The saying of the Messenger of Allah
S Whoever vows to obey Allah then he should obey Him and

whoever vows to disobey Allah then he should not disobey Him.>
(Narrated by Al-Bukhari)

The twentieth question — What is the ruling on swearing by Allah
while knowingly lying?

The answer — The ruling on swearing by Allah while knowingly
lying is prohibited and considered from the major sins.

The proof from the book of Allah: {Verily, those who purchase a

small gain at the cost of Allah’s Covenant and their oaths, they shall
have no portion in the Hereafter (Paradise). Neither will Allah

speak to them, nor look at them on the Day of Resurrection, nor will
He purify them, and they shall have a painful torment. } (Aali Imran

3.77)
The proof from the Sunnah: The Messenger of Allah’s S

statement <Whoever swears over the wealth of a Muslim while
lying, he will find Allah the Mighty and Majestic while He is Angry
upon him.> Then he read upon us, peace be upon him, Verily, those
who purchase a small gain at the cost of Allah’s Covenant and their
oaths. (Agreed Upon)

The twenty-first question — What is the ruling of sacrificing for
other than Allah?

The answer — Whoever sacrifices for other than Allah is removed
from the mercy of Allah.

The proof from the book of Allah: {Therefore turn in prayer to your
Lord and sacrifice (to Him only). } (Al-Kawthar 108:2)

The proof from the Sunnah: The Messenger of Allah’s S

statement <Allah has cursed whoever sacrifices for other than Allah>
(Narrated by Muslim)
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
