The fourth question — What is the Oneness of Allah’s Lordship?
The answer — It is to single out Allah, the Mighty and Majestic with
the creation, and the ownership, and the governance.

The proof from the book of Allah: €O mankind! Remember the

Grace of Allah upon you! Is there any creator other than Allah who
provides for you from the sky and the earth? None has the right to
be worshipped but He. How then are you turning away?} (Fatir
35:3)

The proof from the Sunnah: He, may the peace and blessings of
Allah be upon him said: <O Allah you are my Lord, there is none
that has the right to be worshipped save you. You have created me
and | am your servant. | abide to Your covenant and promise as
best I can. 1 take refuge in You from the evil of which | have
committed. | acknowledge Your favor upon me and | acknowledge
my sin, so forgive me, for verily none can forgive sin except You.>
(Bukhari)

The fifth question — What is the oneness of Allah’s Worship?
The answer — It is the singling out of Allah in worship.
The proof from the book of Allah: €So know that none has the right

to be worshipped but Allah, and ask forgiveness for your sin, and
also for the believing men and believing women.} (Muhammad
47:19)

The proof from the Sunnah: He, may the peace and blessings of
Allah said: <Indeed you will be going to a group from the people of
the book so let the first thing that you call them to is the bearing
witness that none has the right to be worshipped except Allah.»
(Agreed upon)

The sixth question — What is the oneness of Allah’s Names and
Attributes?

The answer — It is to single Allah out with that which He has named
Himself and that which Has described Himself in His Book or upon
the tongue of His Messenger. And that is with confirmation of what
He has mentioned and nullifying what He has disaffirmed without
distortion and denial and asking why and likening.

The proof from the book of Allah: {There is nothing like unto Him,
and He is the All-Hearer, the All-Seer.} (Ash-Shura 42:11)

The proof from the Sunnah: He, may the peace and blessings of
Allah be upon him, said: <Every night when it is the last third of the
night, our Lord, the Superior, the Blessed, descends to the nearest
heaven and says: Is there anyone to invoke Me that | may respond
to his invocation? Is there anyone to ask Me so that | may grant him
his request? Is there anyone asking My forgiveness so that | may
forgive him?> (Bukhari)
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
