The seventh question — Is there any benefit in Tawheed
(monotheism) for the Muslim?

The answer — Yes! Allah guides them during the worldly life and
keeps them safe from punishment on the Day of Resurrection.
The proof from the book of Allah: {It is those who believe and

confuse not their belief with oppression, for them there is security
and they are the guided.} (Al-An'am 6:82)

The proof from the Sunnah: He said: <Do you know Allah’s Right
over the slaves and the slaves’ right over Allah?> | said: <Allah and
His Messenger know best.> He said: <Allah’s Right over the slaves
is that they worship Him and they do not associate any partners
with him at all. And the right of the slave over Allah is that the one
who does not associate any partners with Allah at all, will not be
punished.> (Agreed Upon)

The eighth question — Where is Allah?

The answer — Allah is above the heavens.

The proof from the book of Allah: {The Most Beneficent rose over
the Throne.} (Ta-Ha 20:5)

The proof from the Sunnah: <Indeed Allah wrote in a book that is
with Him above His Throne.> (Bukhari)

The ninth question — Is Allah with us in His Essence or His
Knowledge?

The answer — Allah is with us in His Knowledge and Ability and
His Surrounding of us and He is above His Throne.

The proof from the book of Allah: {He (Allah) said: Fear not,
verily! I am with you both, hearing and seeing.} (Ta-Ha 20:46)
The proof from the Sunnah: <You are indeed calling upon One
Who Hears and is near and He is with you,> meaning with His
Knowledge (Narrated by Muslim)
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
